 Safeguarding    St Matthew’s is committed to providing a safe 
environment for all who come.

Live streaming   Please note that this service is being streamed. You may sit where you 
wish. If, however, you prefer not to be seen online, please sit in a side aisle. The 
administration of Holy Communion will not be shown. 
 
GDPR   Some of St Matthew’s services (most Sunday mornings and some special 
services) are live-streamed or recorded for those who cannot attend church in person. 
Under GDPR, the church must gain the consent of anyone whose image may be captured, 
as this constitutes collection of “personal data”. This includes clergy, readers/intercessors, 
musicians and congregation. Whilst every attempt is made not to capture the faces of 
members of the congregation, this may occasionally happen if people turn around or move 
around the church during the service. The exception is communion, when the congregation 
is not filmed. The side aisles and back of the nave are so far as possible film-free areas 
not covered by the camera. Any-one whose personal data is collected must give their 
consent. Consent forms are available both in church and on the website. The full policy 
can be read on our parish website or on the noticeboards in church.  
 
Toilet and baby changing facilities  may be found at the base of the church tower. 
There is also a small servery. 
 
For younger children In the north aisle (nearest to Collingwood Road), a carpeted area 
equipped with age-specific Christian resources is provided. Please feel free to make use 
of these facilities.

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Welcome to our celebration of the Second Sunday of Easter 
 
Each year on this Sunday we hear the Gospel of the apostle Thomas, often 
remembered as ‘Doubting Thomas’. Yet Thomas is not simply a figure of doubt; he 
is a companion for us on the journey of faith. Like him, we can experience 
uncertainty and questioning, and so his story offers us both honesty and hope. 
 

In today’s Gospel, the risen Jesus comes among his disciples, shows them the 
wounds of his passion - signs that he is truly the same Lord who was crucified - 
and greets them with his gift of peace. He then entrusts to them his own mission: 
the mission he received from the Father, fulfilled through his death and 
resurrection - the reconciliation of all people through the forgiveness of sins. To 
sustain them in this calling, he breathes on them the Holy Spirit and gives them 
authority to forgive sins. 
 

While all the Gospels acknowledge the struggle to believe in the resurrection, Saint 
John places that struggle in the person of Thomas. And yet it is Thomas who gives 
voice to one of the most profound declarations of faith in all Scripture: “My Lord 
and my God.” 
 

Writing for those who would come to believe without seeing, the evangelist 
reminds us of Jesus’ words: “Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe.” 
In these words, we too are included. We share in the same blessing as the first 
disciples, called to trust in the risen Lord and to find in him our peace. 
 

May this celebration strengthen our faith, deepen our trust, and renew in us the 
gift of Christ’s peace. 
 
It is our custom to spend some time in quiet preparation before the liturgy begins, and 
save further conversation until we meet socially for refreshments afterwards. The following 
prayer, based on today’s themes, may be found helpful: 
 
Reflection 
 
  We are asked to believe without seeing. 
  Sometimes this can be very difficult. 
  There can be dark moments in our lives  
  when God seems far away,  
  and we seem to be on our own. 
  Lord Jesus, in those dark moments,  
  may your gentle words echo in our hearts: 
  ‘Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe.’ 
  And through the power of those words,  
  we will cease doubting and believe.

Reach out your hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt but believe.’ Thomas 
answered him, ‘My Lord and my God!’ Jesus said to him, ‘Have you believed 
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because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have 
come to believe.’ 
 
Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples, which are not 
written in this book. But these are written so that you may come to believe that 
Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through believing you may have life 
in his name.
